General

This practice describes the cable preparation for dielectric and nondielectric cables with single and dual

strength members.

Components

The component parts are as follows:

Connector Top
Connector Bottom
Lock Cap
Extension Bracket
Fiber Protector
Securing Nuts

Procedure

Prepare cable per company practice. Leave four extra
inches (10.2 cm) of excessripcord, and core wrap and strain
members (dielectric or metallic) on each end of the cable
sheath opening for easier shield bond installation.

Using the ripcords for the poly sheath, proceed to dlit one
inch (2.5 cm) of the jacket open on both sides of the cable.
Thiswill allow enough room around the central buffer tube
or single buffers for the Scotchlok ™ 4460-D\FO Shield
Bond Connector Assembly to be installed.

Cut or trim the plastic fiber protector along it's length to suit
the cable jacket size and trim a point on one end.

Creasing the fiber protector slightly down the center of
its length helpswith alignment to the connector and
easier insertion.

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3.4  Insert thefiber protector between the metal cable shield and
core wrap to a distance near or equal to its own length.

3.5 Ingstal the connector bottom between the cable shield and
fiber protector until it stops at the top of the outer sheath
opening due to the two outward protruding tabs on the
connector bottom. Tap the outer cable sheath in the
connector bottom areato set the connector teeth.

Place the extension bracket over the stud of the connector
bottom. Tabs facing up.

3.6  Place the connector top over the extension bracket.

Place the first securing nut on the connector bottom stud
and hand tighten.

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3.7  Single strength members and dual dielectric strength
members should be trimmed dlightly shorter than the top of
the extension bracket.

3.8 Dua metalic strength members should be routed through
the dots in the extension bracket and folded over.

Trim the wiresto 3/4 incheslong (1.9 cm) beyond the top of
the extension bracket.

3.9 Crimp wiresflat while positioning the ends inside of the
tabs on the extension bracket.

Note:  Wind any loose Kevlar™ strands around the lock cap
stud for added strain relief before positioning the lock
cap onto the extension bracket.

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3.10 Position the lock cap from behind onto the extension bracket
while capturing either the dielectric or metallic strain
members.

Install second securing nut and tighten down completely.

3.11 Making surethat al parts of the connector are kept in
alignment, proceed to tighten the lower securing nut
completely.

3.12 Add the third securing nut to the connector bottom stud
only for adding any ground wires or straps.

3.13 Finished Scotchlok™ 4460-D\FO Shield Bond Connector
Assembly on loose tube cable.
