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Open required buffer tube to be spliced with the 3M6.3	 ™ PLC Optical Splitter input(s). Clean all grease 
(if present) from fiber.  Secure incoming buffer tube into tray using a single wrap of 3M™ Scotchmate™ 
Hook and Loop Reclosable Fastener and two cable ties. Secure outgoing buffer tube (if expressing 
un-cut fibers) using same method.

Splice input fiber(s) to appropriate fiber(s) from main cable buffer. Store slack fiber in tray and insert 6.4	
splice into splice holder.

Splicing Output Fibers7.0	
Cut cable tie attaching corrugated tubing to tray. Carefully slide tubing off fibers. Discard corrugated 7.1	
tubing.

Route output tube(s) into desired splice tray(s).  7.2	

Use two cable ties to secure output tubing into desired splice tray. Cable ties should be placed on top of 7.3	
pre-installed Scotchmate fastener.

Place splice holders as needed to hold required number of output splices to be performed.7.4	

Open required output buffer tube(s) from main cable. Clean all grease (if present) from fibers. Secure 7.5	
required output fiber buffer tube(s) into tray using a single wrap of Scotchmate Hook and Loop Fastener 
and two cable ties. Secure outgoing buffer tube(s) using same method.

Splice output fibers to outgoing fibers.  7.6	

Store slack fiber into tray and insert splice into splice holder(s). 7.7
